December 7, 1941, to December 31, 1946

June 25, 1950 to January 31, 1955

December 22, 1961 to May 7. 1975

August 24, 1982 to July 31, 1984

December 20, 1989 to January 31, 1990

August 2, 1990 to a time to be determined by cessation of hostilities

Providing that such service shall have been terminated by Honorable Discharge or continued honorably
after such period.
